The cartwright Robert J. Robinson sold this lot to the blacksmith Trefflé Gingras in 1883, when all it had on it was a shop. Gingras built
this house, which he then sold to his colleague Samuel Messier @®in 1886. Seven years later, Gingras bought back the house and the
blacksmith shop. In 1901, the carriage maker Octave Dion lived at the Gingras’. The following year, Thomas Enright, a merchant,
bought the property. The farmer William O. McKay acquired it in 1918 and gave it to his daughter Mary Ellen McKay and son-in-law
Andrew Campbell, a craftsman. The jeweller Joseph Nadeau bought it in 1945. He passed it on to his daughter Eva.

The house is of the Picturesque village, or vernacular type, so called because of the unsophisticated character of the woodwork and
the construction as a whole, set on squared rubble foundations . The Gingras-McKay House characteristically has two volumes, the
smaller of them set back . The clapboard siding @ and porches with a roof supported by turned columns and woodwork braces are

other elements typical of the Picturesque house. Behind, the site is steeply inclined, which allowed the construction of the three-storey.
Its foundation is braced against the slope of the terrain ©.
