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In 1886, the butcher Samuel Benham bought a brick house with some land behind it from the tombstone cutter Charles Adna Hill. A fire
destroyed the house in 1888, and this one was built in its place about 1889. In 1894, Benham’s widow, Lucy Ann Wells, sold the
property to the butcher Simon Beard. In 1909, he received a notice from the municipality ordering him not to practise the slaughter of
animals within the village limits. The farmer Francois Choiniere acquired this property from the Beard estate in 1922,

The architecture of this house is similar to the Picturesque village house. The main section has a gable facade €, and the secondary
section, set farther back, is arranged with its longest side facing the street . Formerly, the house had a veranda @ ; in back, a “lean-to”
roof has replaced the old butcher’'s premises @. The side door with large panes was added in the early 20th century . The dormers have
also been altered @. However, the clapboard siding @ and corner planking are original.
