Anglican church services were first held at John Savage’s house, until a wooden chapel was built in 1821. When that was demolished
In 1881, the cornerstone was saved and placed on the excavations for the new church during a Masonic ritual attended by a thousand
people in the summer of 1882. Construction was completed in 1885, and the church was consecrated in 1889. The spire added to the
bell tower in 1909 was removed in 1970 . Father Andrew T. Whitten, who succeeded Father Balfour, had the rectory built between
1862 and 1864. It remained the property of the Anglican Church until 1981.

These two buildings illustrate a 19th-century Anglican tradition of architecture that reinterprets the Middle Ages. In the church, this
Gothic Revival style is conveyed by the pointed-arch windows @, inset central porch and buttresses supporting the side walls. The fire
breaks on the main section, side porch and chancel clearly outline the Canadian-style metal roof ©. The rectory, with a triangular arch
over the gable dormer window, is also identified with the Gothic Revival 8. The sash windows have square panes, as do those of the
gable dormers ©. The barn adjoining the house has its long side parallel to the street. The electric fixture over the barn’s sliding door
recalls the oil lamps of former times @.
