Thomas Wood bought 50 acres (20.3 hectares) on Lot 3 of the first rang (row) from John Savage in 1820. In 1842, he was operating
a farm and occupied a one-and-a-half-storey wooden house. In 1885, Wood'’s heirs sold the property to Arthur Wood, who sold it
iImmediately to the carpenter Cleophas Vachon. Vachon sold the nine-room house and two barns to Adelard Cloutier, a railway employee,
iIn 1900. Cécile Boucher, the widow of piano manufacturer Napoléon Pratte, bought the buildings in 1918. Her sister Thérese taught
piano here. Mrs. Pratte sold the property to the farmer James Ellis Brack in 1935. Nine years later, the property was bought by Miles Enright,
a leading citizen of West Shefford, who was married to Susan Booth €.

This building’s rubble foundation is green, blue and red slate @, which creates a unique effect. The majority of the old buildings of West
Shefford have foundations of rough-hewn stone. The porch was formerly pentagonal ®, but the building has undergone major
alterations @. The main section @, set with its longest side facing the street, and the cornice return of the pitched roof @ are other
characteristic architectural features.
